‭understanding the importance of spacing and playing in transition. Traditional 5-on-5 games at this‬
‭level can become stagnant. We fix that by incorporating 3-on-2, 4-on-3, 5 v 4 and 5 v 5 transition‬
‭game concepts that create an offensive advantage for players to improve their overall game. We will‬
‭use a unique European model emphasizing 3-on-2, 4 v 3 , 5 v 5 and 5 v 5 fast break scenarios,‬
‭ensuring players have more opportunities to handle, pass and shoot the ball while making basketball‬
‭game decisions. At lower youth levels, traditional 5-on-5 games can inhibit learning true‬
‭fundamentals. Our league structure ensures players develop essential skills in a supportive‬
‭environment. Every player gets playing time, ensuring everyone has the chance to improve and enjoy‬
‭the game. This game format provides an opportunity to play a consistent amount of time to build‬
‭overall experience.‬
